Construction work is in progress: loop road, site work, utititiggltion,
steel erection, roofing systems, and building enclosures have been completedr irmrk
including electrical and mechanical systems is in progress. TheRECt is designed to
support indoor & outdoor facilities to support Health/Physical EducatioréBéen and Dance
(HPERD) academic programs as well as the community outreach missh@nio$titution. This
project features classrooms, laboratories, auxiliary gyms, fadaffyééfices, dance studios,
racquetball courts, weight training/fitness facility, basketiaha, and swimming pool. The
facility will also contain a Satellite Central Utility Plaf8CUP), maintenance work shops,
campus security operations, office areas, centralized mail andatirgiservices, central
receiving, vehicular maintenance, etc. Outdoor improvements include otrtadqr
multipurpose soccer field, tennis courts, softball field, parking spasad work expanse, and
new campus entrance on Gwynns Falls Parkway. The University is workimtheiMaryland
Stadium Authority to purchase the necessary equipment within the corogett budget.
