     During the past 8 months, Dr. James M. 

Adcock of the Criminal Justice Department 

has designed five new forensic investigation 

courses for the undergraduate program and 

seven courses for the graduate program.  Both 

of these proposals have been submitted to 

MHEC for approval as Certificates in Forensic 

Investigations and Investigative Sciences, 

respectfully.  Once approved these will pro-

vide the students of Coppin an opportunity to 

take forensic related courses that will fully 

utilize the new crime scene rooms (presently 

under design), the forensic crime lab with new 

instrumentation and the moot courtroom all 

located on the fifth floor of the new Health and 

Human Services Building. 

    Additionally, negotiations are ongoing be-

tween Coppin State University (CSU) and the 

International Association of Identification 

(IAI), to provide course instruction that will 

prepare the students to become certified Crime 

Scene Investigators.

Ms. Pheobe Buchanan is an 85 year old stu-

dent majoring in Interdisciplinary Studies who 

is determined to graduate with her baccalaure-

ate degree.   

      

I received a phone call from Dr. Ogongi in-

forming me that he had an 85 year old student 

whoôs major was Biology sitting in his office 

who he thought I really needed to meet.  He 

told me that she was adamant about complet-

ing her degree and that he thought I could help 

her.  Dr. Ogongi informed me that the student 

had 140 credits and a 2.6 GPA.  When I re-

ceived the telephone call my mouth dropped to 

the floor and I was speechless for a second, 

because I could not believe that Dr. Ogongi 

had an 85 year old student in his office who 

wanted to complete a baccalaureate degree.  I 

informed him that we would love to help her 

and that we would do everything in our  power 

to make sure she finished her degree.  Dr.  

Ogongi walked Ms. Buchanan over to the 

Interdisciplinary Studies department and 

there she was waiting to meet with me and 

find out if she could complete her baccalau-

reate degree in Interdisciplinary Studies. 

She walked in just as sweet and nice as 

couldé.sat down in my office and began to 

tell her story.   

      

Ms. Buchanan began her education at Cop-

pin State University back in 1975 with a 

major in Biology.  She said she had to stop her 

studies to take care of her two children and thatôs 

why she could not complete her degree.  I advised 

Ms. Buchanan that she was an excellent candidate 

for the Interdisciplinary Studies Major and that 

she would need  two courses, IDST 499 Capstone 

Seminar Class and MISY 150 Technology Flu-

ency, in order to complete her degree.  Ms. Bu-

chanan successfully completed IDST 499 in the 

2009 Summer I semester and earned a B and will 

complete MISY 150 in the Fall 2009 Semester.  

She will then be able to receive her undergraduate 

degree from Coppin State University.  

      

     With the help of Coppin faculty, administrators 

and staff we were able to provide Ms. Buchanan 

with the assistance she needed.  Ms. Buchananôs 

tuition, fees and books were waived with the Sen-

ior Citizen Waiver and she was assigned a tutor to 

assist with her computer needs.  Ms. Buchanan is 

one course shy of completing her degree and with 

her willpower I am confident that she will gradu-

ate with her Baccalaureate degree in Interdiscipli-

nary Studies in the fall 2009.

DeVance Walker, Adjunct 

Phenom at both Coppin and 

UB,  and Dr. John Hudgins, 

 Chair of the Department of 

Social Science, Co- Director of 

the HSAD Masterôs Program 

and Co-Founder of the Collabo-

rative Master of Science Pro-

gram in Human Service Ad-

ministration (HASD)  between 

Coppin State and the University 

of Baltimore.   The Magnificent 

Three are also the sole support, 

instructorship and guidance 

providers for the program.  

  

The program started with dis-

cussions between the social 

science department at CSU and 

the sociology department at 

UB.  With the realization that 

neither institution had either a 

graduate program with a social 

science perspective or 

the resources to launch such a 

graduate program both institu-

tions entertained the concept of 

collaboration.  Encouraged by 

the existing Undergraduate 

collaborative, Dr. John Hudgins 

from Coppin State University 

 and Dr. Elaine Loebner from 

the University of Baltimore 

during AY 1997-98.  The program was approved by MHEC, USM in 

1998 and the first student started Fall 1999.     

  

 The first cohort of graduates marched in 2001 and there has been a 

steady stream of graduates ever since.  Twenty-two (22) graduated in 

May 2009, representing  40% of the total number of masterôs students 

graduating from the School of Professional Studies and 18% of the 

total number of CSU masterôs degree graduates. 

The HSAD Masterôs degree program includes a broad range of per-

spectives, knowledge and skills focused toward enhancing human 

well-being, both individually and collectively. This collaborative ef-

fort between Coppin State University and The University of Baltimore 

is designed to prepare students for professional leadership as human 

service administrators in a variety of corporate, government, non-

profit, and community based settings. 

To the best of our knowledge, this is the only collaborative Masters 

Degree program between an HBCU 

and a TWI  in Human Services Ad-

ministration in the country.   Students 

must take classes on both campuses 

and faculty exchange campuses with 

semesters.  Program emphasis is placed 

on professional growth through a com-

bination of classroom and fieldwork 

experiences. The degree preparation 

includes the development of abilities in 

the areas of program planning, evalua-

tion, leadership, supervision, and deci-

sion-making. Because the market de-

mand for human services administra-

tors is high -  nationally, and across the 

state of Maryland, the job opportunity 

growth rate has continued to outpace 

the number of trained professionals 

available. Alumni from the program 

have attained a variety of promotions, 

special assignments, and leadership 

responsibilities for new program devel-

opment.  

Three doctors have done a magnificent 

job for the hundreds of students who 

have now passed through the program 

over the last nine years....and as they 

embark upon their decade anniversary 

of existence.....we applaud the program 

that has nurtured the potential of many 

through the commitment of three.
