116th Annual Conference of International Association of Chiefs of Police

Dr. Michael M. Berlin and Dr. Dilip K. Das of the Department of
Criminal Justice and Law Enforcement attended the 116th Annual
Conference of the International Association of Chiefs of Police held in
Denver, Colorado, October-¥. They were among more than 14,000
law enforcement executives from around the United States and the
world who attended the conference. Keynote speakers included U.S.
Attorney General, Eric Holder, FBI Director, Robert Muller, Secretary
of Homeland Security, Janet Napolitano and Director of the U.S. Of-
fice of National Drug Control Policy R. Gil Kerlikowske. Critical top-
ics addressed by the speakers included the impact of the recession on
crime and law enforcement budgets; the need for improved police
community and interagency partnerships; the threats posed by crime,
gangs and terrorism; the use of technology, intelligence and partner-
ships to fight these treats; treatment of drug addiction as a public
health, as well as, a law enforcement problem; and the federal commit-
' ment to state and local law enforcement. In addition to the keynote
Dr. Michael Berlin & U.S. Attorney General Eric Holder speeches, over 150 educational sessions addressed detailed aspects of
these and other topics. Presenters included law enforcement leaders,
members of the legal community, academics, public officials, policy advisors and private executives.

A highlight of the conference for Dr. Berlin was the opportunity to meet and speak briefly with U.S. Attorney Generaldgric Ho
See photograph above.
