WHAT IS ACCREDITATION?
Accreditation is a process by which an
institutionés for ma
are evaluated against criteria establishec
by the accrediting agency. This includes
a broad study of university governance
and administration, financial stability,
admissions and student personnel
services, institutional resources, student
academic achievement, institutional
effectiveness, and relationships with
constituencies inside and outside the
institution. In the United States,
institutions of higher education are
accredited by a nongovernmental peer
review process, and institutions
participate voluntarily. Accreditation
does not rank institutions or programs.

WHAT IS MIDDLE STATES?

Middle States is a shorthand reference for
the Middle States Commission on Higher
Education. The Council on Higher
Education Accreditation and the U.S.
Department of Education recognize
Middle States as one of several regional
accreditation authorities. Middle States
accredits institutions in Delaware, the
District of Columbia, Maryland, New
Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania, Puerto
Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and several
locations abroad.

HOW OFTEN IS THE

ACCREDITATION REVIEW DONE?
General reviews of
accreditation  status
are conducted at least
once every 10 years.

98.
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WHAT ARE THE MAJOR
FEATURES OF THE
REACCREDITATION PROCESS?
There are two major components to
the reaccreditation process:

First, CSU must prepare and submit a
wide ranging selstudy document

which evaluates CSU against the
accreditation criteria established by
the Middle States Commission on
Higher Education.

Second, CSU will host a team of
visitors from the Middle States
Commission on Higher Education
from April 13-16, 2008. At this site
visit the team will investigate the
evidence presented in the ssiéidy,
meet with faculty, students, and staff,
and make recommendations.

WHAT HAPPENS DURING THE
SITE-VISIT?

cur r erA 10-member team, consisting of

faculty and administrators from other
universities, will represent the Middle
States Commission on Higher
Education during a visit to CSU on
April 13-16, 2008. Team members
are now evaluating our selfudy
report, and they will be coming to
campus to verify the information
contained within our seltudy. To do
this, they will review various reports,
data and other documents that have
been gathered to support the findings
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within our self study. The team will also
meet with selected individuals and
groups within CSU to discus questions
that may arise during their review of our
self-study report.

HOW CAN | BE INVOLVED WITH

THE SITE-VISIT?

The sitevisit team will ask to meet with
specific persons during their campus
visit.  For all others, there will be
opportunities to meet with siésit team
members at one of their open meetings.
At these open meetings, the visitors will
invite your comments and suggestions
about any aspect of your experience at
Coppin State University.

WHAT HAPPENS AFTER THE
SITE-VISIT?

The sitevisit team will produce a report
of their findings and submit a
recommendation to the Middle States
Commission on Higher Education
